Our aims are:  

¶ The advancement of the Christian faith and principles 

¶ Relief of sickness amongst people who suffer from chemical de-

pendency and other life controlling problems 

¶ Relief of poverty in conditions of hardship, need and distress 

How do we do this?                                   Revive and New Beginnings  
Provide a befriending service and a drop in centre 
At various times provide refreshments, meals and a place to come to. 
Supply clothing and blankets etc., and provide access to computers, videos and books 
Referral to agencies, help with filling in forms and applications, help with information about housing and other issues.  
Provide meetings for praise and worship and faith exploration in a format acceptable to  
people who may be unfamiliar with church settings called Revive and New Beginnings. 

These activities take place at the Community Resource Centre and also from our Helping Hand Bus which 
goes out into the streets of Blackpool

In order to be able to extend the work of the Charity we have two shops and the use of a warehouse. 
We take donations of furniture and household items, including electrical goods, clothes and bric a brac 

and either sell them in our shops or use furniture in Starter Packs for people who are in need, re-
ferred to us by over 40 agencies such as Social Services, etcéThe shops also provide first step 
employment to people who have previously found it difficult to enter the job market.
